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I treated the side of the fabric facing out on the roll as the wrong side

of the fabric & the inner side as the right side of the fabric.

I used a 14/90 universal needle in my sewing machine and a stitch width

of 2.2 (default for my machine).

Roll out a length of fabric with the wrong side facing down on the table. 

Measure 53” from the cut edge & cut. You now have your first panel. I 

folded my panel in half selvedge to selvedge with the right sideof the 

fabric facing in and set it aside to cut more panels. I did thiswith all the 

panels so I would be able to keep track of the wrong & right side of the 

fabric.
