Community Services	Easy Turtle Pillow Instructions 	April 2011

1. 	Cut out two main body pieces (A & B).
2. 	Cut a center oval (C) out of one of the main body pieces.  OR, leave solid if not saving fabric scraps. 
3. 	Cut out 2 shell pieces (D) from fashion fabric.  OR, one of these may be from a coordinating liner 	fabric.  Do NOT cut out oval shell (C) in the center.
4. 	Sew 2 shell pieces right sides together in 3/8” seam, leaving opening.  Turn right side out and press.  	Topstitch ¼” from  outside edge, also closing opening.
--------------------
5. 	Fold one body piece with cut out oval (or solid) in half and mark with pins.
6. 	Fold again in fourths and mark with pins.
7. 	Fold shell in half, then in fourths and mark with pins.
8. 	Lay shell piece over body piece, right sides up.  Match markings, pin and adjust oval positioning 	length.  
OR
9. 	Pin shell in the center of the body by eye-balling it.
--------------------
10. 	Turn body piece over and sew oval on to body 3/8” from cutout oval edge.  OR, if solid, trace a 	stitching line around piece (C) on the top of the oval center and top stitch onto the body.
11. 	Sew, paint, or embroider eyes approximately 3” from point of nose and 3” apart.
12. 	Pin shell away from the seam line to prevent catching in seam.  Sew back to front right sides together 	in 3/8” seam reinforcing beginning & end, leaving a 6” opening on one side for stuffing.
13. 	Carefully snip inside corners & curves every inch or so to ease turning.  Turn right side out and press.	
14. 	To form toes, topstitch 2 lines, 1½”  long on each foot.
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
